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WHINMOOR JUNIORS FOOTBALL CLUB
CONSTITUTION
1. NAME

The name of this football club will be Whinmoor Juniors Football Club (hereinafter called ‘the club’)

2. AIMS  AND OBJECTIVES

To provide a welcoming environment for boys and girls from within our area to play and enjoy football

To provide football training for boys and girls within any age group already set up and running 

To set up new age groups where there are enough players to make up a new team

To compete in the Harrogate and District League; Cup competitions and various tournaments
3. MEMBERSHIP 

The membership shall be open to any boy or girl who wishes to join who meets the age criteria within the Club

All members must be registered to the West Riding County Football Association 

All members must abide by the rules set out by the committee and contribute monthly subscriptions to the main fund

4. COMMITTEE

The club is run by a committee made up of members consisting of the manager from each age group plus one additional person and the chairperson, treasurer and secretary.

Any additional committee members may be voted on during the season if one of the existing members leaves.

Minutes will be kept of all meetings and presented at the next meeting and made available to any members on request.

All members of the committee have one vote at each meeting eith the chair person having the deciding vote in the event of a split decision.

Any committee member may be voted off by a majority vote of other members if it is felt that this person is not upholding the name of the Club or has behaved in an in orderly fashion.

All committee members must attempt to attend all monthly meetings but must give their apologies in the event of absence.

5. COMMITTEE MEMBERS RESPONSIBILITIES 

CHAIR will usually chair all the meetings. Ensure that all members have a fair and equal say at each meeting. Record the minutes from each meeting and distribute to all committee members.

SECRETARY will deal with all correspondence  and keep members informed of any information which is relevant to individual teams

TREASURER will keep up to date records of all financial transactions. make regular financial reports. Prepare accounts for examination by other members and parents when requested. 

6. ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING  

Once per year (but no later than 15 months) the committee will call an Annual General Meeting (AGM) written notice must be circulated at least 7 days in advance and members should be aware that they will have opportunity to make nominations for elections and vote for the officers and committee at the meeting. 
The minutes of the previous AGM will be presented for approval.

The existing committee will present reports on the Teams performance over the season

The Treasurer will present the end of year financial report.

 Any new committee members will be voted on to the committee.

7. RUNNING MEETINGS

The Committee will hold regular meetings and will publicise all general meetings to both players and parents

At least one member from each team (or their nominated representative in their absence) and at least one of, the chair, secretary, treasurer will be present before any decisions can be made. 

All committee members should be consulted on dates and venues of meetings. The committee will try and work by general agreement, but where this is not possible the decision will be made by majority vote.   

8. FINANCE

The committee can raise money on behalf of the group as they see fit, as long as they spend it in line with the aims and objectives of the club.

The treasurer shall keep proper account of the finances and shall have a bank account in the name of the club. Two signatories will have to be on each cheque which is presented.

The treasurer shall keep receipts of all the money paid out in expenses on behalf of the club.

9. ADOPTION OF THE CONSTITUTION
